Did you know:

America has the highest incarceration rates of any nation in the industrialized world. 

Approximately 2.3 million Americans are incarcerated. Of this number, roughly 714,000 await sentencing in county jails.

Nearly 7 million Americans are on probation, incarcerated, or on parole every year.

US taxpayers spend $60 billion annually on corrections.

The US currently operates about 1,745 state and federal prisons and 3,400 county jails.

Approximately two-thirds of all released offenders will be rearrested for a new crime within 3 years.

As of November 2005, approximately 105,000 incarcerated women were mothers.

Close to 3,400 prisoners currently sit on death row.

This year, about 630,000 prisoners will be released back into society.

The first 48 hours to three months are the most critical time for former inmates in their attempt to reintegrate into society.

Second Chance Ministries is a faith based social service agency that focuses on newly released inmates from Wyoming Penal Institutions who plan to reside in Gillette, Wyoming.
Second Chance does not involve itself in the guilt or innocence of inmates but only in their immediate physical, emotional and spiritual needs. 

Second Chance is a Christian Ministry, that revolves around helping men and women rebuild their lives.

Second Chance has a mentoring program that uses volunteers to be a “walk with” partner in the first days, weeks, months and year of an inmate coming out of incarceration. The support and accountability provided by mentors often make the difference between a successful return to society and re-offending. Communication and honesty with a mentor is the key to success in re-entry. This mentor will be a good influence in a newly released in-mates life. Statistics show that the greater number of loving, moral people a newly released inmate can pack around them the greater the chance that they will safely and successfully make the transition back to the community. The goal here is a transformed life and success in re-entry.

Criteria for receiving assistance from

Second Chance Ministries:

1.) You must be serious about changing your life and staying out of trouble and prison.

2.) You must have been released from incarceration within the last 4 months.

3.) Your stay in incarceration must have been 2 months or more.

4.) You have not received help from Second Chance, the Salvation Army or the Council of Community services in the last month. We work together with other community organizations to serve you better.

5.) You must be working towards self sufficiency. 
6.) You must be willing to accept any job until something better comes along.

7.) You must sign a contract stating you have received help from Second Chance Ministries and will reimburse us back at a rate of 5% per paycheck., this allows Second Chance the needed funds to help the next newly released inmate.
8.) You must be following all of your requirements with probation and parole.

9.) You must be willing to join a mentoring support group.
